   Our research is focused on cell death and survival signalling in the nervous system.  The project will focus on the regulation of apoptotic cell death, and in particular the role played by Bcl-2 family members, in an effort to elucidate effective therapies for the treatment of such neurologic disorders.  The project will involve cell and molecular biology methodologies, including cell culture, protein biochemistry and siRNA targeting.

The successful applicant will conduct their research within a large highly-motivated international research group, in state-of-the-art research facilities at the St. Stephen’s Green College campus in the heart of Dublin city.
