The Pan European Biobanking and Biomolecular Resources Research and Infrastructure (BBMRI) is composed of Biobanks of different formats throughout Europe (collections of blood, DNA, tissue, etc. together with medical, environmental lifestyle and follow up data).  The BBMRI seeks to enable technologies and tools to facilitate the analysis and deciphering of genes, proteins, metabolic functions and their interactions.  Its focus is harmonised standards for sample collection, storage, pre-analysis and analysis, to harmonise databases and is a platform for ethical, legal and social guidance.  
The role:
The BBMRI is an exciting initiative which requires an Executive Manager based in Dublin who would accompany and sometimes represent the Dublin based Chairperson of the Stakeholders Committee of the BBMRI at meetings at European level and would act as an administrative support to the Stakeholders Committee.  This is a one year fixed term contract for interested parties to express interest on.  
Reporting Relationship:
The Executive Manager would report to the CEO of IPPOSI who would act as their supervisor.  They will liaise with the Chairperson of the Stakeholders Committee on a daily basis and report weekly to both the Chairperson and the CEO on status of project.  
The candidate: 
We seek applications from individuals with a background in science but with strong networking and organisational skills.  The person we are looking for will be goal-orientated, a self-starter, self-motivated, an excellent communicator and writer, ability to work in a pressurised environment and flexible in terms of travel and working hours.  
Ideally the candidate should be familiar with biobanking and perhaps have even worked in a Biobank but certainly be familiar with the processes, language and science behind biobanking and biomolecular resources.  The candidate should be passionate and interested in science and the development of infrastructure for research.  
The ideal candidate will have a higher degree, experience in research and must be an EU citizen or, if from outside the EU, have a permanent Irish resident status or a valid work permit.  Knowledge of the operations of the Ethics Committees, information systems and monitoring would be of an advantage.  A competitive salary is available for this post and will depend on experience and qualifications of the candidate.
